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   University of West Florida gets off to a strong start 12-2 with 4:57 to go into the first 

quarter. Fanny Hulmi leads the way with 5 points. University of West Florida has had a 

strong defensive performance from the start of the game . 

 

                 They go on a 16-0 run with 3:12 to go with a 3 by senior Belle Bristrow. As 

UWF makes substitutions they continue add to the score of 23-2. West Alabama cannot 

keep up with the fast past that UWF is moving at. 

 

West Alabama had a chance to get two more points on the board before halftime but 

they couldn’t execute  on the free throws . West Florida finishes the first quarter with a 

lead 25-2. 

 

Bistrow comes into the second with a 3 pointer.The next possession west Alabama 

finally gets two more points on the board. With 7:15 to go in the second quarter, senior 

Toni Brewer leaves for bench with 2 PF, she has had a strong performance from the 

field going 3-3 to add on 8 points, 3 rebounds, and 4 assist. 

 

After only scoring 2 points in the first quarter West Alabama came out strong with 9 

points in the second quarter to make it 35-11 but that didn’t stop UWF from moving fast. 

 

Bistrow has had a strong night as well for the UWF Argos . She had 9 points before she 

went to the bench in the second qaurter with 1:50 to go. UWF goes into the half up
